We will pitch this to 
BART as one of the reasons for letting us stay to at least keep an 
eye on the field till construction starts.

We 
will report anything new to everyone via email as soon as possi-
ble.

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Track Notes
The Joy of Flying

The joy of flying and the agony of crashing. Learning to fly RC 
airplanes has been an experience which evokes the full gamete of 
emotions and pocketbook. 

My first contact with the Bay Side RC Club was Gene Langley. 
Flying with Gene as flight instructor was rewarding and chal-
lenging. The instruction from Gene I will take with me is that 
when becoming disoriented with the attitude of the plane with 
altitude and sun angle, the course of action is to “chop the power 
and level the wings.”  Gene gives a lot of latitude when flying 
with him. 

I would like to thank all of the instructors I flew with. They all 
helped bring the plane back in one piece when I was incapable of 
doing it myself.

My latest instruction was with Mike West. Mike worked with me 
to learn the importance of altitude and airspeed. Too low air-
speed, no surface control of the airplane. Build on power for take 
off, lifting off the runway as if climbing a hill, don©t be so quick 
when moving the control sticks. I particularly like Mike©s anal-
ogy of landing as if following the curve of a close line. Of all the 
instructors Mike raised his voice the least. It is embarrassing for 
the beginner making obvious mistakes and Mike uses just 
enough edge to his “ instructor words”  to drive home the point 
where you messed up. My first take off was with Gene and my 
first landing was with Mike.

I will take these experiences with me the rest of my life. Thanks 
to all the members in the club who worked so tirelessly to make it 
all happen. With the dangerous potential of this RC hobby, I 
especially appreciate the safety that the club has operated. I am 
amazed at the depth of the Bayside R/C Club. I hope the Bayside 
R/C Club can continue to be flying high over the wide blue yon-
der.

The End of an Era
I heard this more than once during our deconstruc-
tion of the Bayside field and I©m thinking it is 
probably true. Very few of the current members 
were around at the beginning but there are some. 
They can tell you how the field got started and 
what they had to work with; a packed gravel run-
way and an area to park. Over the years improve-
ments were made and gradually with volunteer 
effort the field evolved into what we have all 
enjoyed on a regular basis for a long time. Well as 
you all know, we were given a final end to our use 
of the field by the folks over at BART. Some of 
you may not even be aware that the Bayside field 

is on property owned by BART and has been destined to 
become the BART Warm Springs Station for many years. We thought we were going to 
be booted out several times in the past but due to changes in the economy and funding 
shortages that kept being put off. So a while back we were told that we had until the end 
of September to have all of our above ground facilities removed. I knew it was going to 
be a big job and we would need to approach it in an organized way. So I stuck my hand 
up and volunteered to head up the deconstruction. I made a few arrangements for the 
storage of our larger items, got a commitment for the heavy equipment we needed at the 
end, and sent out emails laying out the plans and asking for volunteer labor. Many 
members helped out and a huge ©thank you© goes out to all of them. We pulled up carpet, 
cut down fences, cleaned out sheds, threw stuff away, and cleaned up everything. This 
all happened over a seven week period. Seven weeks to undo twenty one years of occu-
pation of the Bayside field. Credit goes to all who helped in this endeavor. I©d like to 
feel proud of all the work we accomplished, and I am, but I©m not happy about taking 
apart the field that has been a huge part of my life for about 13 years. How long have 

you been a member? The longer you have been a member, the harder it is to accept that the field 
is gone. We have met a lot of people, made a lot of friends, seen some of them pass, and have 
lots of stories to tell. Yes an era has come to an end.

But is it really just about the field? Some how I don©t think so because the other part of what I 
have heard and sensed from everyone has to do with the people. The people who make up the 
club of Bayside. The field is not only the place to come out and fly but also the central meeting 
place for the members to get together. This is what most people have said is what they will miss 
the most and this is the biggest loss. Like it or not we will not be seeing the old crowd as often as 
we are used to. Some like myself will fly at Morgan Hill, others in Livermore, at Sacrats, Half 
Moon Bay, Moffett Field, or any of the various electric field hang outs. New friends will be 
made and new characters encountered generating new stories to be told and memories to be 
made. I wish everyone the best and am glad for the years I©ve had at Bayside but I truly look for-
ward to something I©d really be proud of and that is putting a new field together. Should we find 
a new site in the Fremont area, you can bet we©ll be looking for volunteers and you©ll find me 
right in the middle of things.

Thank you again to all who helped in the field decommissioning.
