ZANKER/237

For years we have been counting on
the possibility of occupying the land
fill you can see from our site. The
recent risein fuel costs have deter-
mined that the land fill company will
continue to deposit garbage at the
present site rather than to compact it
and take it to the Altamont land fill
which was the plan. This pretty much rules out the land fill asa
choicefor anew field for an extended time. Of courseto putitin
perspective, the Zanker/237 property also has an extended time
plan which preventsif from being a slam dunk situation.

More on the Zanker property. Recently | went to the San Jose
Water Treatment plant on the Zanker/237 property as the result
of apublic invitation for al concerned to visit the property. The
plant is set back from the 237 leaving a huge piece of land just
begging for development. It was | eft vacant on purpose to create
abuffer from other developments. | arrived at 11:30 AM to take
atour of the treatment plant in a beautiful air conditioned bus
with a narrator on board telling us what is going on with the dif-
ferent parts of the plant. She made it clear that the plant is deteri-
orating because of the constant 24/7 use of the plant for the last
52 years. It seemsto me that they were simply orienting us as
tour participants asto what happens to everything that goes
down the drains thru out your house including your toilet facili-
ties. The end result is aform of sludge that is actually used to
cover garbage at the nearby land fill. The clear clean water that
emerges is not entered into the drinking water system that we
havein the valley but does go directly to the bay and also used as
landscaping water systems. The pipes that carry that water are
painted purple to distinguish them from other pipes

The purpose of the gathering was also to ask those present what
they would like to see done with the huge neighboring land
between the plant and 237. Asindividuals we were not asked
what we would like specifically. Instead, they had along list of
possible choices which they displayed on a screen and asked us
to vote yes or no, or rank or choices from 1 to 5 with aclicker
that we had in our hands. They were not unlike asmall calculator
with a series of buttons and as we pressed on our choice it was
recorded.

Thiswas scheduled to end about 5:30 but did close alittle earlier.
| was able to provide a couple of the planners of the site with a
kind of spiraled pamphlet that describes our field, our organiza-
tion and some of the thingswe would like to have if wewould be
able to occupy any part of the siteif they felt that they would
allow usto bethere. | also received an agreement that | would be
able to meet with one of them at alater date to discuss privately
and or meet at the field to let him know what we have and would
like to have if allowed to. This has not happened yet but | called
just the other day to seeif it could be arranged. | am waiting for
an answer. The fact that he agreed to meet means to me that they
just might consider usin the final plansfor the property. It needs
to be understood that he is just one person on the committee. We
can only hope that we meet with their approval. More on this
later.

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Thisisthefirst in a series on teaching Radio Control (RC) flying. Watch for additional information in future newsletters.

Just because you’ re good at something doesn’'t necessarily mean
you can teach it. Some of the best fliers at our field admit they do
not have the patience to teach beginners. Teaching requires an
ability to see things through the eyes of the beginner and to mod-
ify your discussion accordingly. Not everyoneis cut out for this.

It ismy intention to teach experienced fliers how to teach RC fly-
ing. While the information will be most useful to beginning
instructors, fliers who have been teaching for some time also will
find many of my points helpful.

Asyou werelearning to fly, surely you noticed that instructors at
your field were very busy, especially during evening and week-
end flying. There probably never seemed to be an abundance of
instructors, even during designated instruction times. For this
reason, many newly proficient fliers should consider becoming
instructors.

I will show you how you can become a flight instructor. While
there are many ways you can give back to your club, flight
instruction is one of the most rewarding.

Before we begin, let me say | admit there are many waysto teach
RC flying, and no two instructors will agree on how every con-
cept should be related.

The methods | show are rather simplistic, yet they have been
proven during 10 years of instruction. You will improve on what
| show as you develop your own teaching style.

The goal of thisinstruction program isto get studentsto the point
where they can fly by themselves.When using my teaching meth-

ods, there are four steps (or progression levels) students must
achieve to get to the point where they begin flying alone. This
makes it very easy to teach since you can organize every tech-
nique needed into four basic steps. It also helps you limit the
number of things beginners must master as they learn to fly.
While you can eventually mix and match techniques for your
own teaching preferences, | recommend that you understand the
entire process before you make changes.

Let me point out that this text will stress the teaching of flying
skills. I assume you can relate the basics of aerodynamics and
flight, control surfaces, and in general, what makes an airplane
fly. While | do offer some assistance for helping the beginner
pick

their first airplane, understanding flying safety, and starting and
maintaining engines, there are things you need to relate before
training can begin.

Here are some special notes for beginning instructors:

1) Demand trainer systems. While experienced instructors may
be able detach without atrainer system, as bogeying instructing,
you will be amazed at how many precarious attitudes beginners
will get their airplanesinto. Depending on your flying skills,
some of these attitudes won’t be comfortable to you. It's difficult
enough to right awandering airplane with the trainer system.
Doing so after atransmitter is passed can be more difficult, espe-
cially when the airplaneis close to the ground, as it is when tak-
ing off and landing.

For myself, if students do not have the trainer system capability, |
can easily help them with the early stages of learning how to fly
(steps one and two). As long as we keep the airplane high
enough, it will never bein danger. Though | have to be much
more attentive, | am confident in my flying.

However, as students begin taking off and landing, | makeit very
clear that there will belittle| can do to savetheairplane asit gets
close to the ground. More than likely, the airplane will be
dumped and damaged several times before takeoffs and landings
are mastered. Aslong as my students understand this, 1’1l work
with them. However, if the students show any sign that they may
blame me for the airplane’s damage, | won’t help them learn how
to take off and land!

One more point about passing the transmitter as opposed to the
trainer system—uwith the trainer system, you are able to easily

retake control. When you pass transmitters, students must give
you the transmitter before you can retake control. As beginners
progress, they may protest when you ask to retake control. The

students may feel they are still in total control even though you
know better. By the time they acknowledge they are in trouble, it
may betoo late for you to save the airplane. | make it very clear
at the start that if the student protests when | ask to retake con-
trol, | will stop helping.

2) You control the pace. Beginnerstend to get alittle anxious.
You will eventually develop afeel for when students have pro-
gressed enough to move on to each new step. Until then, take it
dow. If in doubt, stay on the current step until you are sure.

3) Be assertive with your control of the master transmitter.
Especially at first, be ready to take control of the airplane at the
first sign of mistakes. While this frustrates beginners to some
extent, you must be comfortable with the control of the airplane.
There may be times, for example, when students come close to
the flightline. They may be flying fine, but you will have to take
control of the airplane to avoid the flightline boundary.

4) Patienceiskey. Beginnerswill have difficulty with thingsyou
find easy. This can be frustrating. If you show your frustration,
beginners will lose confidence. You must constantly encourage
beginners, stressing positive accomplishments to build on.

5) Be on the lookout for new waysto do things. Believeit or
not, the best way to thoroughly learn something is to teach it!
You will be amazed at how many things you learn from your stu-
dents’ questions. They really force you to think through things
you now take for granted. In order to explain anything, you have
to understand it. For questions you can’t answer, look for an
another experienced instructor in your club to help.

6) Be sureyou can fly out-of-trim airplanes. If you have never
taken a new airplane off by yourself, you shouldn’t take a begin-
ner’'s airplane up for the first time. To get ready to fly an airplane
for thefirst time, practicethis. Get your model inthe air and have
an instructor intentionally throw off one or more of your air-
plane’s trims. Practice getting them back to normal.

7) Be sure beginnershave an AMA membership card. Begin-
ners must understand that flying can be dangerous and accidents
happen. They need insurance when flying model airplanes every
bit as much as when driving a car. AMA provides insurance to
their members. AMA will allow you to register up to three
instructors as those designated to help non-AMA members for a
period of up to 30 days. These designated instructors and their
students will beinsured as long as they follow AMA rules.

8) Keep theleft hand on the stick. Through the first two steps,
beginners will predominantly use their right hands. You will
notice that they will tend to |et their left hands stray away from
theleft stick. Urge them to keep both hands on the sticks. Asthey
begin taking off (in step three), they will need their left hands,
and it will be easier if they are comfortable using them.

9) Beflexible. Asyou begin teaching any subject, you will be
amazed at the number of ideas your students come up with. Most
beginnerstend to be alittle naive. They simply do not understand
enough of the big picture to draw correct conclusions. However,
sometimes excellent ideas come from naivete. Do not be too
quick to judge a student’s idea as being bad. They may surprise
you!

10) Watch for the student’s saturation point. We all have a
[imit to how much new information we can absorb in agiven
period of time. RC flying is no exception. Keep in mind your stu-
dents will be concentrating very hard during practice sessions,
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especialy during their first few flights. There will come a point
when they cannot take any more without a break.

One common symptom of thiswill be that the student has been
doing just fine for about eight to 10 minutes of flying, but all of
the sudden, the student starts making mistakes. Students may not
understand why they are doing so poorly and may get frustrated.
Astheinstructor, you must recognize when your students have
had enough. Suggest a break and land the airplane.

11) Two stepsforward, one step back. You must remember that
your students will have problems along the way. At times, things
you thought they understood will seem to be difficult again
(especially after long non-flying periods). This can be frustrating
for instructors so you' Il have to show your patience when faced
with this problem.

One way to minimize the problem isto do areview of what the
students already know at the beginning of each flying session.
You can review on the ground, reinforcing their knowledge as
well as begin the practice flying by having them do seemingly
simple maneuversthey already know. Thisalso helpsyou begina
more complicated and new topic on a positive note. However,
even with reviews, you must be on the lookout for times when
students need to take one step back before they can move for-
ward.
