Those of you that take the Mercury 
News have read today, (9/27/07) what 
Barry Witt wrote. Barry Witt probably 
knows almost as much as people in the 
BART agency because he has studied it 

for years. A portion of his article is as follows,

“VTA continues to plan and design the BART line, even tho its 
future remains uncertain because the agency lacks enough money 
to build it and operate it. Agency officials have not yet decided 
when or whether to ask county voters for another sale tax increase 
to cover the shortfalls.”

Taking the excerpt apart, the sentence, ”VTA continues to plan and 
design the BART line,”  says that they cannot build the line for 
some time because they have not planned it yet. Then comes the 
design phase. They are trying to decide whether to go north or 
south of the bridge across the Coyote river in San Jose.

Further quoting the article, 

“even though its future remains unclear because the agency lacks 
enough money to build and operate it (the BART line).”

The article goes on to describe a possible sales tax which would 
need a 2/3 vote. Historically this has been a failure.

Not here, but he (Barry Witt) often claims, and I have read this 
before, that the Federal government continues to say that it will not 
release its portion of the money till VTA can prove that it can sup-
port the line once it is established. In all, the project needs $4.7 bil-
lion to complete the project.

Taping Hinges on Foam Aircraft
by Dennis Robbins

Whenever we construct foam airplanes, one task that always has to be completed is attaching the control surfaces. The most popular 
method is to use tape. (3M Blenderm medical tape is my preferred tape of choice.) Even though this is a simple process, there are several 
different ways to accomplish this necessary task.

In this article, we’ ll use photos to illustrate a simple, quick, and very effective way to tape a 3mm thick Depron aileron control surface to a 
wing.

Cut a 45 degree bevel in the surface to be hinged, which, in this 
example, is the aileron.

Place the aileron upside down on the wing, and tape at each end 
using a 2-inch piece of tape.

Gently fold the aileron back into place. At this point, the aileron 
will only be held in place by the 2 pieces of tape.

Now we run our tape the full length of the aileron. The bevel is on 
the bottom.

In this photo we can see the gap, which forms naturally, if the pro-
cedure is done correctly.

The gap and bevel work together to allow the aileron to hinge at 45 
degrees. (A third piece of tape can be used on the bottom for extra 
support if desired.)
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
