Secretary’s report – 

Last month Mike asked for input on the 2 person rule and 
whether a lone pilot flying with members over in the car track 
would satisfy this rule. At the last meeting of the Board, it was 
agreed that this would not be satisfactory, in that a member in 
either area would probably not notice an injured person in the 
other area.

GOOD NEWS
I finally persuaded the BART biologist to come to the field to talk 
to me about the weeds. Don’t jump to conclusions. We cannot 
“ just get rid of weeds” . She has given me permission to get rid of 
“selected weeds” .

I will be able to spray the weeds along the fence line of the pit 
area, all of the weeds inside the pit area, the area immediately 
around the flight stations, under the bleachers, the runway, the 
parking lot and the car track.

We will “never”  be able to mow the grass areas that have been 
mowed in the past. BART cannot just relocate the owls. The 
Dept. Of Fish and Game does not allow relocation of owls any-
more. The D.F.G. is the determining force in this regard. 

Apparently the owls do not relocate very well. They always try to 
go back to their original locations. Hence, no mowing! They 
want the owls to move by themselves. If the owls do not move 
immediately before construction on our site begins, they will 
obviously be trapped and relocated. That is where expenses will 
begin for BART and they will be high. The owls will not be able 
to come back because of construction. We do not know exactly 
when that will be but I have been told we may be at our site for 
sure until 2010.

For some of you, your time here may be for only a year or so. 
Some of us have enjoyed 19 years of flying so far. If, when we do 
get to move to the Waste Management Land Fill, we will be able 
to stay there for 30 years. No permanent construction can be 
accomplished for that many years.

When the time comes that we move, please volunteer as much as 
you can.
