FLEA MARKET 2009
Carelessness caused me to not write this article last month. I am 
most unhappy. Announcing the Flea Market should have been 
made then and this would be just a reminder.

The 19th annual Flea Market will be held on September 12, 2009. 
Unfortunately it may be the last ANNUAL event. Given when 
we can find a new field, Daniel and I will continue at that loca-
tion.

I will arrive at 11AM on Friday the 11th to begin arranging the 
field for the event on Saturday. Signs need to be placed in appro-
priate locations. The members who volunteer to collect money at 
the gate will appreciate the canopy to be assembled for their 
comfort. Barriers and caution tape should be located to direct 
sellers to their space for selling. Most importantly, will be the 
lines and numbers to be located on the runway to identify selling 
spaces for the sellers. I will be using the grass area again this 
year. I did mow that space because no owls have used that area in 
the past. There are no burrows in that location. The weeds that 
cannot be mowed are on the far side and northern end of the run-
way. It contains burrows that have been used by owls for as long 
as I can remember. 

After the event on Saturday, the chalk lines, caution tape and 
signs must be removed, the barriers returned for storage and the 
sound system replaced back in the cargo bin. I like to return 
everything back to normal as much as possible. Flying may 
begin after the field is ready for use. Please don’t come early in 
anticipation because you will use parking space reserved for buy-
ers at that time. 

The field will be closed for flying at noon on Friday Sept. 11 to 
allow those who assist me in getting the field ready to move 
around without worrying if some one might hit them. R/C cars 
and trucks may be driven on Friday but will not be allowed on 
Saturday to provide more space for buyers to park.

We will not have food and a raffle as has been the case in the 
past. Our lunch wagon that comes daily will be asked to arrive 
for breakfast and lunch for those who desire to purchase items 
from him.
