Daniel and | are proud of thisthe 19" Annual FleaMarket. This

one was not as successful asin the past but it was the 19M 1t all
begins slowly in January with getting the date which is always
the same, the second weekend in September and placing it on the
master schedule. In Junethefliersare printed and they are mailed
later to all of the nearby flying clubs. They also get to the hobby
shops later. Newsletter articles are printed to get the attention of
club members, fliers are posted at the field with notification of
closure of the field well in advance to warn fliers and drivers.
Getting close, the date on the sign needs to be changed, mowing
to clear weeds to prevent fires, acquire gas for the generator and
leaf blower, look for things stored in the sheds like chalk line
powder, stick chalk, the chalk liner and other necessary items.

It pretty much takes the better part of three days at home to get
ready for the event on Saturday. Wednesday and Thursday |
spend collecting signs | have stored at home and repairing them
or making new ones. A lot of trips getting new marking chalk,
soap and paper towels for the wash stand, coffee, creamer, sugar,
napkins and many more items. It takes alot of time to purchase
the items, begin to load my van with all of the previously men-
tioned items aswell as my canopy, chair, pencils and table for the
gate collectors, the money box and other items not listed above.

Friday at the field takes 3 or4 hours with the help of several faith-
ful members who give of their time to prepare the field for the
future buyers and sellers. This means signsthat need to placed in
strategic locations, barricades relocated, caution tape and our tall
cones called delineators to direct traffic, the canopy, chair and
table at the gate, the wash station arranged with water, soap and
paper towels, and lines needed to mark the seller sites with num-
bers. Thereis more, it doesn’t just happen.

When the day is over and the participants are gone, the reverse
must take place. Signs, caution tape, barricades must all be
removed. The chalk must be blown off the runway and the field
returned to normal status asif nothing has happened. Completely
exhausted, Daniel and | get to go home and | can empty my van
till next year.

Every year | have club members come to the Flea Market before
| can get someone at the gate to collect money from buyers and
sellers. If you asked them, they want to be thefirst to see what is
being sold and try to get agood deal. Intruth it isto not pay $1 to
park their car. Every year | see 2 or 3 club memberswho join
together to sell from one site rather than to pay the $15 for their
own site. It isalittle disconcerting to Daniel and myself who
spend so much time and effort to ensure the success of the Flea
Market for the past 19 years. We do thisto try to earn some
money for the club and provide an opportunity for R/Cersto sell
or buy some R/C equipment.

Areyou sure you can not pay $1 to park your car to buy some
planes, radios etc. at avery reduced rate.

Areyou sure you can not pay $15 to rent a site on the runway to
sell some things that have been languishing on shelves or in clos-
ets at home and earn, conceivably many hundreds of dollars.

Learning to 3-D and 3-D Well:
A building blocks approach.
by Jeremy Chinn
Part 1 of 5

Radio Controlled Aerobatics has always been one of the most
exciting elements of the RC airplane hobby. This discipline com-
bines the challenge of coordinating all the available inputs of
your airplane correctly and precisely to ensure that it does
exactly what you want at exactly the correct time. Get one of
those inputs wrong or out of order and the result is ugly, and
often disastrous.

Asthe hobby progressed through the years, so did the complexity
of the aerobatic maneuvers. Modelers spent countless hours
attempting to emulate their full-size counterparts and their move-
ments through the air. IMAC competition even goes so far asto
require that you fly amodel of afull-sized aerobatic competition
airplane. Modelers were always trying to get their models to per-
form at the same level as their full-scale counterparts—most of
the time they were short of success.

Then at one of the final installments of the Tournament of Cham-
pionships, QuiQue Somenzini pushed RC Aerobatics to another
level entirely. QuiQue flew amodel that greatly outperformed its
full-sized counterpart and flew maneuvers that full-scale pilots
could only dream of. With that, the seed for 3-D aerobatics had
been planted and nothing would hold it back.

3-D aerobatics is now the most popular form of flying in the RC
hobby. Manufacturers frequently throw the moniker “3-D” at any
and every airplane they sell. Competitionsjust for 3-D have
cropped up around the country and many specialists have popped
up that spend all their time flying 3-D aerobatics. Videos flood
the internet on aweekly basis of some pilot flying 3-D with his
new “uber-wonder-plane.”

With all that interest, the hobby has a very large number of peo-
pletrying to learn to fly 3-D. These students of 3-D aretrying
very hard to learn to fly one or more of the cool new maneuvers
they’ ve seen some sponsored pilot fly at a competition or on a
YouTube video.

Unfortunately, many of these pilots are finding limited or no suc-
cess. Broken airframes are common and heading home from the
field with amulticolored bag of broken airplane partsis often the
name of the game for the new 3-D pilot.

So what are the keys to success for the aspiring 3-D pilot? What
is needed to ensure that a pilot can find successin learning to fly
3-D and do so without breaking the hobby-money bank? In no
particular order, they are:

1. Strong knowledge of basic aerobatics.

2. Useof astructured approach to learning each of the 3-D
maneuvers.

3. Useof asimulator to help speed the learning process.
4. Proper 3-D “trainer” to learn each of the maneuvers.

Why is a strong knowledge of basic aerobatic maneuvers neces-
sary? So many times when | get asked by afriend at the field or
at an event how to do arolling harrier, | quickly find out that the
person asking cannot fly a proper slow roll or even a four-point



roll. It's this basic aerobatic knowledge that helps to provide the
right understanding and muscle memory to handle unusual flight
attitudes and situations. In many ways, it is similar to wanting to
learn to run before you learn to walk.

| won't spend alot of time trying to describe how to learn basic
aerobatics—there are many more qualified pilots out there to do
that, but here are afew good tips:

1. Participatein alocal AMA Pattern or IMAC competition.
The skills you build while practicing even the basic or
sportsman routines will be invaluable to your future aero-
batic and 3-D efforts.

2. Learntofly al the basic maneuvers such as four-point rolls,
rolling circles, and loops in both directions. Even the best
pilots have a bias toward rolling one direction or the other,
however, they have practiced until that biasisinvisibleto the
spectator. Always practice your worse side more.

3. Learntotrim the airplane properly as part of your basic aer-
obatic learning. A properly trimmed airplaneis easier to fly
while doing aerobatic maneuvers from the most basic to the
most complex. This same reasoning appliesto flying 3-D as
well.

4. Thebook Learning to Fly Basic Aerobatics by Scott Stoops
is an excellent read on the subject.

A structured approach isthe next item on the list. Again, thisis
similar to learning to walk before learning to run. By learning
each fundamental maneuver, you will have a better chance at
finding quick success asyou learnto fly 3-D. The next article in
this serieswill begin to cover the detail s of an excellent “building
block” approach to learning to fly 3-D.

Simulators are one of the most underrated tools and devel op-
ments in the RC hobby during the past 10 years. Quality and real-
ity of simulators has increased with the same quantum leaps that
computers have undergone. There are many simulators out there,
and each has its own pluses and minuses. To try and discuss that
subject would be many articlesin and of themselves. Rather than
try to cover that, I'll try to suggest some tips to help you get the
most out of your simulator and atraining method that can be used
with most any simulator to learn quickly and efficiently.

Some basic tips that will help you get the most out of your simu-
lator:

1. Don't obsess over flying a particular airplane in the simula-
tor. Instead, try to get an airplane that flieswell in the simu-
lator and tuneit to your liking. Don’t decide you’ re going to
learnto fly 3-D in the simulator with an F-14, but at the
other end of the spectrum, don’t worry if the Extra 300 in
your simulator flies better than the Yak 54; fly what works!

2. Ingenerd, larger simulator models fly morerealistically in
the simulator than smaller models do. Thisisageneraliza
tion, but has proven true with every simulator I’ ve experi-
enced.

3. Learn how to “tun€” your modelsin the simulator to fly
more like your real models. Almost all simulators allow you
to edit the characteristics of the modelsincluded in the simu-
lator package to suit your needs and to make them fly more
likereal life. Do not select an airplane in the simulator that is
too easy to fly. It is supposed to be a challenge.

4. Learntousethe“time” functionality in your simulator to
slow things down. This ability to slow down simulator life
when compared to real life is one of the best features of fly-
ing in asimulator.

5. Fly your model in the simulator just like you would fly your
real model. Go through your same take off routine and land-
ing procedures just as you would in real life.

As mentioned earlier, the ability to “slow time down” is one of
the most valuable features of the simulator. Slowing down the
time function in the simulator allows you to fly maneuvers at a
slower pace. Flying at a slower pace allows you to think through
each of the required stick movements and corrections as you
learn the maneuver. Moretime to react to incorrect movementsis
always a good thing as well.

When you decide to learn a maneuver on the simulator, start by
turning down the time function to approximately 50% of real
time. Practice the maneuver over and over until you feel comfort-
able with it. Once you feel comfortable at that speed, bump the
speed up in the simulator by 10% and practice more. Continue
this cycle until you are actually flying the maneuver 10% faster
than normal speed. By the time you have accomplished this, you
will have built the muscle memory necessary to ensure you pro-
vide the correct inputs at the correct time to fly your model. You
are now ready to try it out in the real world!

Another key to 3-D successis getting the right airplaneto learn
with. If you've followed along so far with this article, then
you’ ve practiced up on the smulator and you are ready to try out
the maneuversin real life. Unfortunately, having the wrong air-
frame will mean many will fail at this point and won't progress
any further.

Theright airframe hasto do many things. It must be tough for the
unintentional mishaps that will happen, it must be smpleto
repair, and above al, it must fly 3-D very well. The two airplane
types that fit this bill very well are foamies and .40-size profiles.
Both types of airplane have arelatively low cost to build and, as
aresult, arelatively low cost to repair. Those factors alone mean
you'll spend more time in the air than repairing at the work-
bench. Finally, there are countless examples of both type of air-
plane which fly exceptionally well. If you are put off by the
appearance of aprofile, get over that issue and use oneto learn to
fly 3-D, then sell it to abuddy so he can do the same.

A few types of airplane to avoid for learning to fly 3-D:

1. Giant Scale airplanes are very bad 3-D trainers. Most Giant
Scale airplanes are easier to see and fly somewhat slower than
smaller airplanes. However their higher cost and higher com-
plexity adds significantly to the fear that many pilots will have
when flying them. It is difficult or impossible to learn anew skill
when you are faced with constant fear of hurting the airplane.

2. .40-size full fuselage airplanes also make poor 3-D trainers.
Most examplesin this category have cost and complexity
induced fear similar to giant scale airplanes mentioned above.
Additionally, they typically have very high wing loadings when
compared to a same sized profile airplane. Theresult is an air-
plane that flies poorly and is difficult to repair when damaged.
Again, abad combination for someone who wantsto learn to fly
3-D.

3. Small, full fuselage electric airplanes. This category of air-
plane has become extremely popular with the increased availabil-
ity of good quality electric gear, motors and batteries.
Unfortunately, the comments for the two airplane types men-
tioned above apply very strongly to this category as well.

So that is our starting point. Get the right gear and get ready for
the next section.
