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Prez Sez..
Hi Everyone,

With all the rain we have had the past 
two weeks, the pit area has become a 
muddy mess. So be careful when 
walking in the pit areas as the carpet 
is wet and covered with mud. The 
broken pit benches will need some 
repairs before they completely fall 

apart! Instead of buying new materials to redo the benches we can 
salvage the wood from other benches and the large portable old 
field marshal stand on the left side of the field. We can start get-
ting ride of the broken down items and put them in our dumpster 
each week to help keep the amount of items that we will have to 
eventually store down to a minimum. 

Our new field committee has informed me that they are looking 
into two possible sites just south of Automall Parkway on the 
west side of 880. The dump is still in our sights as well and still 
looks like the best option, especially since they cannot build on it. 
Our goal is to be able to have the largest flying site we can get 
with a very large runway and areas for both helicopters and cars. 
The one challenge we face with the dump site will be that we can-
not have water pipes on the site. This will affect the car track, if a 
dirt track will be allowed. We might have to go with an asphalt 
track?

BART will begin storing rail road tracks at our field just to the 
right of the entrance sometime in April. This will be for the 
BART extension as you would have already guessed. Speaking of 
the BART extension, we are going to have to start thinking of 
when and how we are going to start dismantling our field and 
storing all the items till we acquire a new site. We should start 
getting ride of items now, using our existing dumpster to help 
keep our costs down. So feel free to do what you can to help out. 

I am looking at having our Family fun Day in July due to the Sep-
tember closure date. We will need at least a month to clean up the 
field. Yes, BART is expecting Bayside to remove everything that 
we put in place except the runway. This is going to take the help 
of everyone at our club. The sooner we start the easier the work 
will be for everyone involved.

I talked to Micah (our web site editor) this past weekend about 
the club web site. He is working on getting a new web site host (I 
think that’s what he called it?) as the traffic on our web site has 
slowed the site down to crawl. He will not put up the picture gal-
lery until a new web site host is found. So please be patient. 
Thanks for your hard work Micah we all appreciate your time!

RENEWALS FOR 2010
Most everyone who has wanted to 
renew for the year 2010 must have 
done so by now. Almost no renewals in 
my mail box these days.
