How to Make an Aircraft Stand for Less 
Than $8

I’m sure everyone has seen the blue foam aircraft stands at flying 
fields on occasion. To me, they looked pretty good and obviously 
did the job. I figured they were pretty inexpensive as they are just 
three pieces of molded foam. Off to the hobby shop to get one, 
there on the shelf was my prize of molded blue foam. I check the 
price and whammo—$30 for some foam!

I figured $10, maybe $15. But clearly I was a victim of sticker 
shock. There I was deciding if the convenience was worth the 
money or if I should come up with something myself. Maybe it 
was the cheapskate in me or the thought that I could do it better, 
but I put the foam one back. Here is my design: total cost less 
than $8.

Tools Needed:

    • Hacksaw or plastic-pipe cutter

    • Drill (preferably a drill press)

    • A 1-inch drill bit

Parts:

    • One 5-foot x ¾-inch Schedule 40 plastic pipe

    • Two ¾-inch plastic crosses

    • Four 45° plastic elbows

    • One package ¾- or 1-inch foam pipe insulation

    • One bottle plastic-pipe glue

    • Four 2-inch wood or sheet metal screws

Start by cutting the pipe to dimensions out-lined below:

    • Eight 5.5-inch sections

    • One 4.5-inch section

    • One 21.25-inch section

    • Cut the 4.5-inch piece in half length wise.

Drill a 1-inch hole in the center of each plastic cross. Do not drill 

all the way through; 
just through one side. 
Enlarge the hole a little 
by wallowing the drill 
bit. Test fit a section of 
the pipe to ensure a 
snug fit. If the fit is too 
tight it will crack the 
cross.

You should now have a kit that looks like this:

Time to start building.

Glue the 5.5-inch pipe sections into the bottom two points of the 
plastic crosses. Then glue the 45° elbows to the bottom of the 
pipe sections to make the feet. Make sure the elbows are straight 
and flat to each other. Then glue the remaining 5.5-inch sections 
to the remaining two holes in the plastic crosses. Do not use the 
hole that you drilled in the previous steps. Make two of these.

Take the 21.25-inch pipe and insert it into the hole that you 
drilled in one of the crosses. Gluing this piece is optional depen-
dent on how snug the fit is.

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Do the same at the other end of the 21.25-inch pipe section. It 
should look like the pictures.

Now take the 4.5-inch sections of pipe and center them into the 
top of the crosses. Drill a hole on each side to fit your screws and 
screw them into place. Do not tighten too much; snug is just 
right.

Once you have these placed, it’s time to put the pipe-insulation 
foam in to hold the airplane in place. Cut the foam to fit your cra-
dle, and place it on top of the cradle as shown in the picture. You 
can either glue it in place or put tie wraps at the ends. Now it’s all 
done!

Options:

You can add two small bungee cords to hold your airplane in 
place.
Ace Hardware has rubber-cane feet that can be put over the 

elbow feet of your stand. 11/8-inch size fits snugly.

How To Crash

Some novel ways to crash (all are true):

A model was coming in for a dead- stick landing. While only a 
couple of feet off the ground, a horse wandered into the flight 
path. The model flew between the horse’s legs, destroying the 
wings completely and doing considerable damage to the fuse-
lage. The horse was uninjured.

A modeler was flying off a frozen Minnesota lake. He carried 
two models onto the lake, one under each arm. He slipped on the 
ice and fell on both airplanes.

Two flyers agree that the sky is so big and their models so small 
that the probability of collision is so low that they do not need to 
try to avoid each other.

A glider flyer inadvertently flew his ship into the territory of a 
red-tailed hawk during the mating season.

A modeler covered an airplane with Monokote, but he forgot to 
remove the backing from one large piece. The entire covering of 
one wing came off in flight.

An aileron servo failed during a roll. The pilot flew rolling cir-
cles until the engine ran out of fuel. Spiral dive into theground.

A pilot flew a low inverted pass over a paved runway. The fin 
gently touched the runway, preventing the plane from climbing. 
His model continued flight, scraping its fin on the ground. The 
plane could not climb despite full down elevator. Eventually the 
prop struck the ground, stopping the engine. The plane came to 
rest at the edge of the field. Damage was a partially ground-off 
fin and a scratched canopy.

An airplane had an on-board motorized engine starter. The mod-
eler stored the airplane in his bedroom after a flying session. But 
he accidentally left the receiver ON. While the modeler slept, the 
servos crept toward their extremes including the micro switch 
that engaged the starter and glow driver. The engine started at 
full throttle. The airplane flew across the room and smashed into 
the opposite wall.

Two modelers were flying identical airplanes. During a moment 
of straight and level flight, one of the pilots accidentally started 
watching the wrong airplane. His own airplane crashed. When 
told that an airplane went in, he shouted, “ I don’t have control 
either!”
