Club.
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GENERAL RULES

1. In addition to these rules, the current AMA National Model Aircraft Safety Code applies at the Bayside
R/C Club flying field.
2. You must be a member of the Bayside R/C Club Inc. or the guest of a member to fly at the Bayside
field. Guest fliers must have current AMA membership. The sponsoring Bayside member is responsible
for ensuring that the guest understands these rules and is competent to fly.
No member is permitted to fly an aircraft unassisted (solo) unless approved by a Bayside instructor.
No pilot may fly an aircraft without a Field Marshal present, and at least 2 adults must be present.
All aircraft must pass technical inspection before being flown for the first time or after major repair and
have a sticker attached to the aircraft, visible from the exterior. Special inspections may be provided on
request. Special inspections are to be performed by a member of the board only. Aircraft over 80 “
wingspan require a special inspection.
6. All aircraft must pass a radio range check performed prior to the first flight of the day. Fixed wing aircraft
must pass a full engine power range check.
7. A battery voltage check must be performed prior to each flight to ensure satisfactory and safe battery
voltage.
8. All aircraft must be equipped with suitable mufflers.
9. You must have your name, address, phone number and AMA number in your aircraft.
10. All transmitters must be properly impounded in the impound shed or stowed away out of the pit area
(such as in a vehicle) when not in possession of the frequency pin.
11. Current membership (or AMA) cards must be used to show frequency use in radio impound.
12. Frequency pins must be placed on the transmitter before removing radio from impound, and before
turning on the transmitter.
13. Pilots must stand in one of the 5 flight stations (helicopter area excepted). Hovering and other low “3D”
maneuvers must be on far side of runway when other pilots are flying.
14. Airspace boundaries are:
*The runway, extending to the north and south boundary. (Helicopter area excepted)
* Grimmer Blvd. to the north *Absolutely no flying over NUMI property or RV lot
*The fence bordering the RV area to the south ~ *The railroad tracks to the west
Helicopters may fly in the “heli” area, but must not fly over Warm Springs Boulevard. Helicopters flying
in the aircraft area are to fly in the normal pattern.
15. Normal permitted flying hours:
*Gliders & Electrics- 7:30AM to sunset. *Power- 8:AM to sunset
16. Loudly announce all intentions to taxi, take off, land or cross runway. A spotter is required at
the flight stations prior to retrieval of any aircraft from the flying area. No takeoffs from the
taxiways.
17. Operating models while impaired by any substance is not permitted.
18. No spectators are permitted in the pit area without permission from a club member.
19. Pets must be confined by a leash. Clean-up after your pets!
20. Use test run area north of the pits to tune and/or break-in engines, NOT in the start-up area.
21. Do not pit on the picnic tables.
22. Do not pit in the start-up area. Remove all equipment after each flight.

All members and guests are responsible to know and adhere to these basic field rules. It is the responsibility
of the Field Marshals to take action regarding any rule violations. Field Marshals have the authority to stop
anyone from flying at Bayside for repeated violation of rules. Suspension or expulsion from the club will
result from over-flying NUMI or RV lot property, or flagrant disregard of the field rules.

Field Rules Overview

The Bayside R/C Club has rules that generally follow what most R/C clubs utilize. We adhere to AMA safety
guidelines. We have rules that help to make us good neighbors to surrounding businesses. We have
extremely strict rules with respect to flying within our air space. Flying beyond our field limits MAY result in
disciplinary action up to and including removal from the club. Almost all of our rules are directed towards not
over flying our neighbor’s property lines, hence the need for technical inspections and Field Marshals.

While the field rules are strict and we have put enforcement in place........ IT IS AN ABSOLUTE THATITIS A
MEMBER’S RESPONSIBILITY TO KNOW AND ABIDE BY THE RULES. NO EXCUSES, NO
EXCEPTIONS.

It nearly caused arange war.

R/C flyersin Minnesota have long known that migrating flocks
of ducks, geese and other birds can be maneuvered much asa
sheep dog can control sheep. An R/C model can move aflock to
the left or right, or even turn it around. Collisions are unknown.
It's great fun.

Trouble started when duck hunters in northern Minnesota
annoyed alocal R/C club by hunting too close to their flying
field. The flyers responded by diverting the birds away from the
duck blinds. The duck hunters retaliated by getting airplanes of
their own. Before long, camouflaged floodplains arose from the
duck blinds to regather the scattered flocks and guide them back
into the range of the awaiting ground fire.

Monokote flashed in the sun as nimble escorts flew protective
cover for the massed formations of ducks. Facilitating intercep-
tors engaged them from below. Swirls of castor oil contrails
formed above the lakes and marshes of Minnesota as the models
wheeled and swooped. The conflagration eventually spread to
thewhole state.

Thump, thump, thump went the shotguns. Buzz, roar, zing went
the models. Quack, quack, quack went the ducks. Debris of
feathers and balsa fluttered to the ground as the battle raged
above the thousands of lakes.

Fortunes were made as hobby shops rushed in for the profits to
be made on Almost Ready To Fly airplanes and model supplies.
Gun shops began stocking propellers, while bait shops cleared
their shelves for glow fuel. Cyanoacrylate glue could be pur-
chased in every gas station, and Zap-A-Dap-A-Goo sold for $5
per tube.

Each year, atemporary peace came with the end of the hunting
season. As has happened many timesin the past, technology
originally developed for conflict evolved into a peaceful sport.
And so was born the contest event known as “Duck Herding.”
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It was created by merging the rules of Scottish sheep herding
contests with the rules of AMA Glider Duration. The guidelines
were simple:

Take off
¢  Find some ducks
e Bring’em home

Points were awarded for the number of ducks gathered overhead,
while points were deducted for elapsed time. The objective was
to gather many birds as quickly as possible.

The event grew in popularity. Duck herding contestswere held in
many small towns in Minnesota. There were new airplane
designs specialized for climbing and gathering. Onboard elec-
tronic duck calls quacked during the search phase; servo operated
mufflers barked like dogs during guidance; and miniature radars
and head-mounted binoculars with head-up LCD displays
appeared.

Asthe technology advanced, duck herding grew expensive. In an
attempt to limit cost, Sportsman and Expert classes were created.
Laser range finders, onboard video and GPS receivers were
restricted to the Expert class. It didn’t help. Nor did the simpli-
fied Fun Duck rules. Participation in competitive duck herding
declined, and the popularity shifted to noncompetitive herd-ins.

Thefinal blow to the sport came when an animal rights group
formed arare alliance with the hunting lobby, seeking a restraint
against duck herding, arguing that it was animal harassment.

Today, northern Minnesotais quiet. The hastily built airstripsthat
once dotted the landscape have become overgrown with sand-
burs, and the hobby shops have been converted to gourmet coffee
shops. A few flyers occasionally gather in Hibbing and Warroad
to reminisce about the old air battles.

Graying pilots can be seen chatting in truck stops and bait shops.
Asthey tell and retell their stories, their hands twist and dive
above hot cups of coffee.
