Mr. Sievert,

Happy New Year to you; I hope all is well and the year is off 
to an auspicious start.

I am responding to your December 17, 2008 inquiry into 
the possibility of forestalling the projected lease cancella-
tion date for the R.C. Club at BART’s Warm Springs Station 
site. I apologize for not responding sooner, but during the 
Holidays several key staff were away from the office; how-
ever, I did receive a response from Warm Springs project 
management staff this week and it is amendable to not 
requiring the Club to move until March 31, 2010. That is our 
scheduled construction “Notice to Proceed” date and the 
property will need to be cleared and available to the con-
tractor by then.

I understand you would like to wait until the summer or fall 
of 2010 if it is at all possible. With this in mind, we could 
keep you informed throughout the year on the status of the 
projected Notice to Proceed date; if it changes then we 
would foresee not giving you notice to vacate until the lat-
est possible date. However, for planning purposes, please 
do not anticipate that the March 31, 2010 date would 
change.

Previously you had inquired into the possible availability of 
storage space for Club equipment and materials should the 
Club have to close temporarily. If you still are interested in 
having BART consider the availability of BART property for 
temporary storage purposes, please do let me know and 
I’d be happy to look into it for you. As I previously men-
tioned, I will need to know how much space you will need 
and your estimated occupancy time (March 2010 – Octo-
ber 2010?).

Once again, best wishes for a Happy New Year, and of 
course do not hesitate to contact me if you need additional 
information.

DX6i owners are advised: our service center has a concern of 
potentially bad stick potentiometers, which can be identified with 
this easy process:

1) Turn on your transmitter and select the servo monitor display

2) Smoothly move the sticks in each axis, carefully watching the 
commanded position on the monitor

3) The monitor should show smooth movement tracking with the 
input. If the monitor “ jumps”  or hesitates, please send your sys-
tem in for service using one of the links below

Radios with a date codes of 809E, 810E, 811E, 812E should be 
carefully checked. If your radio does not have a date code, the 
test is still advisable. And please, as is common, check your con-
trols before flight.

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                                   GENERAL RULES 
 
1. In addition to these rules, the current AMA National Model Aircraft Safety Code applies at the Bayside 

R/C Club flying field. 
2. You must be a member of the Bayside R/C Club Inc. or the guest of a member to fly at the Bayside 

field. Guest fliers must have current AMA membership.  The sponsoring Bayside member is responsible 
for ensuring that the guest understands these rules and is competent to fly. 

3. No member is permitted to fly an aircraft unassisted (solo) unless approved by a Bayside instructor. 
4. No pilot may fly an aircraft without a Field Marshal present, and at least 2 adults must be present. 
5. All aircraft must pass technical inspection before being flown for the first time or after major repair and 

have a sticker attached to the aircraft, visible from the exterior.  Special inspections may be provided on 
request. Special inspections are to be performed by a member of the board only.  Aircraft over 80 “ 
wingspan require a special inspection. 

6. All aircraft must pass a radio range check performed prior to the first flight of the day. Fixed wing aircraft 
must pass a full engine power range check. 

7. A battery voltage check must be performed prior to each flight to ensure satisfactory and safe battery 
voltage. 

8. All aircraft must be equipped with suitable mufflers. 
9. You must have your name, address, phone number and AMA number in your aircraft. 
10. All transmitters must be properly impounded in the impound shed or stowed away out of the pit area 

(such as in a vehicle) when not in possession of the frequency pin. 
11. Current membership (or AMA) cards must be used to show frequency use in radio impound. 
12. Frequency pins must be placed on the transmitter before removing radio from impound, and before 

turning on the transmitter. 
13. Pilots must stand in one of the 5 flight stations (helicopter area excepted). Hovering  and other low “3D” 

maneuvers must be on far side of runway when other pilots are flying. 
14. Airspace boundaries are: 

*The runway, extending to the north and south boundary.  (Helicopter area excepted) 
* Grimmer Blvd. to the north                    *Absolutely no flying over NUMI property or RV lot 
*The fence bordering the RV area to the south      *The railroad tracks to the west 
Helicopters may fly in the “heli” area, but must not fly over Warm Springs Boulevard. Helicopters flying 
in the aircraft area are to fly in the normal pattern. 

15.  Normal permitted flying hours:   
       *Gliders & Electrics- 7:30AM to sunset. *Power- 8:AM to sunset 
16. Loudly announce all intentions to taxi, take off, land  or cross runway.  A spotter is required at                     
      the flight stations prior to retrieval of any aircraft from the flying area. No takeoffs from the  
      taxiways. 
17. Operating models while impaired by any substance is not permitted. 
18. No spectators are permitted in the pit area without permission from a club member. 
19. Pets must be confined by a leash. Clean-up after your pets! 
20. Use test run area north of the pits to tune and/or break-in engines, NOT in the start-up area. 
21. Do not pit on the picnic tables. 
22. Do not pit in the start-up area.  Remove all equipment after each flight. 
 
All members and guests are responsible to know and adhere to these basic field rules. It is the responsibility 
of the Field Marshals to take action regarding any rule violations. Field Marshals have the authority to stop 
anyone from flying at Bayside for repeated violation of rules.  Suspension or expulsion from the club will 
result from over-flying NUMI or RV lot property, or flagrant disregard of the field rules. 
Field Rules Overview 
The Bayside R/C Club has rules that generally follow what most R/C clubs utilize. We adhere to AMA safety 
guidelines. We have rules that help to make us good neighbors to surrounding businesses.  We have 
extremely strict rules with respect to flying within our air space.  Flying beyond our field limits MAY result in 
disciplinary action up to and including removal from the club.  Almost all of our rules are directed towards not 
over flying our neighbor’s property lines, hence the need for technical inspections and Field Marshals.  
While the field rules are strict and we have put enforcement in place........IT IS AN ABSOLUTE THAT IT IS A 
MEMBER’S RESPONSIBILITY TO KNOW AND ABIDE BY THE RULES. NO EXCUSES, NO 
EXCEPTIONS. 
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RENEWAL TIME 
By the time you read this, I will have 
received the AMA re-charter package 
which I am required to have com-
pleted and sent to their offices by 

March 1st.

I will be required to verify that past 
members have renewed their mem-

bership to the club, delete those of you who do not intend to do 
so, and add new members whom have joined in the last few 
weeks or so. AMA wants this coordination to be done as soon as 
possible. My records show that very few members renew in Feb-
ruary so I will complete the task as soon as I can and return the 
papers to them immediately instead of waiting till the last part of 
the month.

Anyone not renewing by February 28, will be asked to pay ½ of 
the Initiation Fee as a penalty.The only difference here is that 
those of you who renew after I send the papers to AMA will not 
be required to pay the penalty. It is not your fault that I have 
changed courses midstream. Don’ t mistake this for those of you 
who wait till after February 28. You will be asked to pay the pen-
alty!

So far this year, we have 18 new members to the club. We have 
220 members renewed from last year’s 370 members. If as per 
usual, we lose about 100 members every year, we are close to 
normal, on membership totals.

CAR TRACK DRIVERS
All of the frequency pins have been replaced. There is no excuse 
for you to not have a frequency pin on your transmitter! If you do 
not have a frequency pin on your transmitter you will be chal-
lenged for your eligibility to be driving cars on the track. If you 
do not like being challenged, use the frequency pins. This means 
2.4 GHz also. We know you can not interfere with other drivers 
but it tells us you are a legal car driver with the privilege of driv-
ing on the track.

Please wear your badge as soon as you get it. Place the year tag 
on your badge as soon as you get it. Anyone who has been a 
member in years past will have a badge could come to the field 
and drive because, after all, he has a badge. The blue year tag 
says that you area current member. This individual may even 
have past tags hanging from his badge so thinks he is getting 
away with something....

Please, use the frequency pins, wear your badge and place the 
year tag below the badge. You will be challenged if you do not!

When you are the last to drive 
on the track, please close the door. ANYONE at the field!!!!......if 
you see the door open, please close it.
