FASST

It was recently revealed to me that the Futaba 2.4 FASST radio
receivers may have a dangerous design flaw. It has been discov-
ered that the receivers appear to cease operations at 140 degrees.
A friend of mine wasready to start the engine of alarge scale air-
plane when he noticed that the control surfaces were not moving.
When the RX had cooled, it began to function again. Airplanes
have been lost because of this phenomenon.

Our aircraft can develop increased temperatures inside a close
fuselage on ahot day. This can beincreased considerably in areas
that are typically hot. Futaba has been notified and they do not
acknowledge this flaw but do suggest means by which this could
be averted.
